I mean … who in their right mind was willing to fly on September 11 this year?  But my wife and five other friends from Bethel United Methodist Church did not hesitate.  They gathered at the airport at 5:00 that morning, circled up for prayer with our pastor and flew off to Honduras on a mission trip.  More than a bit nervous about this, I said my own quick prayer, and headed off for work, at the State Office Tower in Columbus.  Later that day, a stranger in our building announced he was there to “plant a bomb”.  They evacuated us, and all 4000 workers spent the hot afternoon in the sun while authorities swept the building.  That afternoon, my wife and friends landed safely in Honduras.  I shouldn’t have been surprised.  In the end, those who were willing to step out boldly unto the throne of grace were truly protected … more so than those like me who stayed home trying to be safe.
